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Introduction:


Whenever the concept of community is introduced, it is always imperative that the concept of being a member of a community is understood by the student. One way to get this point across is to give the student a sense of identity and how it relates to the identity of the community. 

What is a Jackdaw?

A Jackdaw is a member of the crow family in Europe and Asia. What makes them unique is their nests. Typically, a jackdaw will take any available material around its nesting area and incorporate it into its nest. The Jackdaw Strategy is similar to how the bird makes its nest. 

The Strategy:


Students are to bring to school items in a bag which make up their culture and tell a story (a picture, a menu or recipe, tape with songs on it, etc.)  . At a set time, students are to tell their story by using the materials that they have gathered. Once all students have presented, they are to compare and contrast the presentations. Make a special note on the items that were common throughout the presentations. This will help build the concept of what a community is and what the characteristics of a community are.
