Civil Rights and Protest!

1. Civil disobedience involves protestors peacefully breaking laws and being
willing to accept the consequences of their actions. Henry David Thoreau practiced
civil disobedience and showed his opposition to _the Mexican War

and _slavery by refusing to pay his taxes.

2. The Civil Rights movement practiced civil disobedience in order to challenge
unfair laws. Three significant leaders of the Civil Rights movement were _Martin
Luther King, Jr., Rosa Parks ,and A. Philip Randolph

3. Many changes in the United States have resulted from the Civil Rights movement.

For example, three years after the passage of the Civil Rights Act of 1965, almost a
million more more African Americans in the South registered to vote.

The First Amendment!

The Bill of Rights guarantees all citizens of the United States certain rights.
For example, The First Amendment states:

“Congress shall make no law respecting an establishment of
religion, or prohibiting the free exercise thereof; or abridging the
freedom of speech, or of the press, or the right of the people
peaceably to assemble, and to petition the Government for a
redress of grievances.”

Bill of Rights Facts!

Fact: One reason freedom of the press was included in the Bill of Rights was the
important role newspapers played in spreading information and helping unify
the colonies.

Fact: The Fifth Amendment guarantees that the due process of law must be carried
out with all people accused of criminal behavior before their life, liberty, or property
is taken from them. Due process is the system of formal proceedings that must

take place according to the proper rules of the law.

Glossary Terms!

1. Bill of Rights: (1791) the first ten amendments to the U.S. Constitution

2. Boston Tea Party: (1773) a protest against the British Tea Act, in which colonists
dressed as Native Americans, boarded tea ships, and dumped the cargo overboard
into Boston Harbor

3. Brown v Board of Education of Topeka: (1954) a Supreme Court ruling ordering
schools to be desegregated

4. civil disobedience: nonviolent protest against laws seen as unfair

5. Civil Rights movement: an effort that grew to popularity during the 1960s to
gain equal rights for African Americans

6. desegregate: to end segregation; to end the separation of people of a race or
ethnicity, especially by force of law

7. feminism: the belief in political, economic, and social equality of the sexes

8. Mexican War: (1846-1848) a war between Mexico and the United States in
which the United States gained land in Arizona, California, Colorado, Nevada, New
Mexico, Texas, and Utah

9. segregation: the practice of keeping racial, religious, or gender groups apart

10. suffrage: the right to vote
