THE MISSOURI COMPROMISE (1820)
MODEL ANSWERS for Events Leading to the Civil War Case File

In 1819, Missouri wanted to join the United States of America as a slave state. Adding
a new slave state would tip the balance of the Senate in favor of the South, an
outcome many Northerners did not like. Henry Clay, a representative from Kentucky,
negotiated the Missouri Compromise in 1820. The deal, which kept the congressional
balance of free and slave states, had three main points:

1. Missouri entered the Union as a slave state

2. Maine entered the Union as a free state

3. Slavery was forbidden in any new states or territories above Missouri’s
southern border, the 36°30'N latitude line

« What did the Missouri Compromise accomplish? Missouri entered the Union
as a slave state, Maine entered the Union as a free state, and slavery
would be forbidden in any new states or territories above Missouri’s
southern border, the 36°30'N latitude line. This kept a balance between
free and slave states in the Union.

California wanted to enter the Union as a free state, but that would upset the
balance between free and slave states. Henry Clay proposed the Compromise of 1850,
which had five main points.

admitted California to the United States as a free state
abolished the slave trade in Washington, D.C.
let residents of Utah and New Mexico vote on whether or not to allow
slavery in their states (called popular sovereignty)

resolved a border dispute between Texas and New Mexico

included the strict Fugitive Slave Law of 1850

The compromise decreased tension, but controversy remained. For example, the

Fugitive Slave Act made it a federal crime to help runaway slaves, even in areas where
slavery was illegal. Northerners and abolitionists (people who wanted to end slavery)
objected to this law.
