ROUND 1 - Scientist Selection (ANARCHIS ANSWERS)
Q: While many villages on this island have suffered from lightning £ H
damage, this particular village has suffered more than any other.

Which scientist would you send to address this problem?
A: BENJAMIN FRANKLIN

ROUND 1 - Followup Question (ANARCHIS ANSWERS)

CORRECT ANSWER: C. Because the lightning rod successfully
prevents damage, the people will ignore the holy man.

ROUND 2 - Scientist Selection (YOU ANSWER)

Q: This village is home to a successful explorer who wants to

tell people of his exciting adventures around the island, but
writing out multiple copies of his memoirs takes a long time

and cramps his hand! Whom do you send to address this problem?
A: JOHANNES GUTENBERG

ROUND 2 - Followup Question (YOU ANSWER)

CORRECT ANSWER: C. The book will inspire other people to
explore and take over new territory.

ROUND 3 - Scientist Selection (ANARCHIS ANSWERS)

Q: The baker uses a custard dispenser to squirt custard into donuts,
but the dispenser has to be refilled after each dollop. Because the
baker has to constantly reload, making a dozen custard donuts
takes quite a while. He needs an improved custard squirter: one
that can squirt multiple dollops of custard, one at a time, without
reloading.

ROUND 4 - Followup Question (YOU ANSWER)
