Push Factor – Reasons why people leave a country/location

· Poor medical care

· Not enough jobs

· Few opportunities

· Primitive conditions

· Political fear

· Fear of torture and mistreatment

· Not being able to practice religion

· Loss of wealth

· Natural disasters (including changes in climate)

Pull Factor – Characteristics of a new location that appeal to people and cause them to relocate.

· Chances of getting a job

· Better living standards

· Enjoyment

· Education

· Better medical care

· Security

· Family links

	Russian Jews (1880’s)
	Russian government wants to spread Russian culture and the Eastern Orthodox religion causing the persecution of Russian Jews
