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SAISD TAKS Reading Performance For Third and Fifth Graders For The First Administration of Testing In 2005
· TAKS results show that San Antonio ISD third grade students continue to show marked improvements over the last two years' performance. Since 2003 the district third graders have shown higher incremental growth compared to the State. 
· The passing rate at the Panel Recommendation level among San Antonio ISD Grade 3 students taking the English TAKS Reading test grew four percentage points from 2004 to 2005 for the first administration of the test compared to only one percentage point at the State. Results are similar for students taking the Grade 3 TAKS Reading test in Spanish.  From 2004 to 2005 the SAISD passing rate at Panel Recommendation remained the same while at the State level it declined by four percentage points.
· A review of the passing rates at Panel Recommendation for the first administration of the Grade 5 TAKS Reading test given in English reveals seven percentage points of gain for San Antonio ISD and only two percentage points at the State level.  In Spanish, the State had no change, while the District scores went down by four percentage points.  The small number of grade 5 students tested districtwide in Spanish meant that only five more passers would have brought our gain in line with the state.
· Analysis shows that a large number of San Antonio ISD’s Grade 3 and Grade 5 students are within one or two questions of the passing mark.  We are using individualized interventions with each student to move this group to passing at the second administration.
