2005 Grade 3 TAKS Reading PK Analysis

· At the time of the Grade 3 TAKS Reading test in March 2005, only 1,481 of the 2,724 San Antonio ISD students who started Pre K in 2000-2001 remained in the district to take the test.  
· Grade 3 students who had attended Pre K in SAISD outperformed grade 3 students who had not.  This also holds true among the different ethnic groups (African American, Hispanic, and White). Their success shows the importance and effectiveness of the SAISD Pre K program. 


· The growth of the Pre K program in SAISD has also translated into steady growth in the number of students attending Kindergarten and first grade in the District since 2001 – 2002 (an additional 275).   Since the performance on the state tests by students participating in the SAISD Pre K program was higher than those not participating, it is likely that this trend will continue on future state mandated tests.
