Overview of Draw Starts


Draw Starts, designed by Dr. Bertie Kingore, serve a dual role in the process of identifying elementary gifted students.  They function as a source of nomination and as one of the screening criteria--student products.  These products are completed by children in grades K-3 so that students may be considered for nomination.  Teachers should administer them by following the directions in this section.

When making copies of the Draw Start document, run the test on one side and the student information on the backside.  The Draw Start should be administered to K-3 nominees that have parent permission to be tested.   

The teachers at each school will evaluate the products under the leadership of campus G/T teachers and the G/T contact.  Each product should receive a score of W (“Wonderful”) or a score of 1-8.  A score of 6+ should represent a product that is unusual, complex, in-depth, and/or elaborate.
