	Focus: Rational Number Equivalents

Materials:  Rational Number Equivalents Sheet
- Discuss with students that some rational number equivalents are used frequently, such as .5, ½, 50%.  

- Ask students to explain a common procedure to convert fractions to decimals, and to percents.

- Review procedures with students to clarify any misunderstandings.  Model procedure by writing examples on board or overhead projector. 

- Have each student complete the Equivalents Sheet, with a partner.

- Review correct answers with students. 

- Tell students that these are common equivalents.

- Have students work with partners to memorize equivalents.   
	Focus:  Rational Number Equivalents

Materials:  Rational Number Equivalents Sheet
- Write ¼ on board.  Have students write the equivalent decimal and percent, in journal.

- Have students explain how they found the equivalents.

- Give each student a Rational Number Equivalent Sheet to complete, independently and without notes.  (These are equivalents that students should know from memory).  


	Focus:  Rational Number Equivalents

Materials:  Number line Sheet, rulers
- Draw a number line (zero to one) on board.  Model how to divide number line into equal parts to show number equivalents. 

-Have students use number lines Sheet to show rational number equivalents.  Allow students to use rulers to divide number lines into equal parts. 

  
	Focus:

Comparing/Ordering Rational Numbers 

Materials:  Rational Number Equivalent Sheet
- Give each student a Rational Number Equivalent Sheet to complete, independently and without notes. 

- Have students check answers by working in small groups. 

-Write 1/5 and .25  on board.  Ask: ”Which is greater?” “How do you know?” Have students write explanations in journals.  Allow volunteers to model how they arrived at a solution.  Ask students: “ Is this a reasonable answer?”

- Model the procedure for comparing fractions, decimals, and percents by converting to one form (i.e. all decimals) for easy comparison.  Provide sample problems for students to complete.  
	Focus:

Comparing/Ordering Rational Numbers

Materials: Index Cards, markers

- Write 2/5 and .75 on board.  Ask: “Which is greater? How do you know?”  Have students write explanations in journals.  

- Have students write one rational number equivalent, from equivalent sheet, on an index card (teacher may choose to make cards ahead of time).  Call on 4 students and have students arrange themselves (human number line) in order from least to greatest, showing card.  Complete several rounds. 

- Call on 2 students to show cards.  Have class choose greater/lesser number. Complete several rounds.

- Have students complete equivalent sheet, independently.  Teacher may modify sheet.
