· a grade placement committee, consisting of the principal, teacher, and parent or guardian, that decides on an individual student basis the most effective way to support a student's academic achievement; and 

· accelerated instruction plans for the next year for every student who does not meet the passing standard on the required grade advancement assessments after three opportunities.

The next test administration will be on May 19, 2010.
