For the past three years, all SAISD school buses
have had student Wi-Fi, identical to what is
offered in the classroom. Wi-Fi has allowed us to
extend our classrooms to our bus fleet, allowing
our students to learn everywhere.

All District buses have a student identification
badge system to keep students safe. Guardians can
see when their children get on and off the bus. All
SAISD buses also have GPS so families know in real
time when their child will get picked up.

Our Rolling Readers buses target elementary and
middle schools to encourage students to read. Bus
drivers play an audio book, complete with sound
effects, and bus monitors engage students with
questions about the story. We are the only school
district in San Antonio with this unique program.
