We hold
conversations with our Bexar County superintendents, the National Weather Service,
and the San Antonio Office of Emergency Management, to determine what is the safest
plan for our students, staff, and families.

When inclement weather and icy conditions are predicted, your well-being and the
safety of you and your family members are major factors in whether we keep our
schools and buildings open.

Across our 79 square miles of excellence, we have developed a strategic plan to ensure
our students’ academic needs will be met and addressed. We recently added new staff
development days to our instructional calendar that allow our educators to prepare and
provide opportunities for enhanced learning during the school day, after school, and on
Saturdays. This fidelity of instruction allows us to continue our focus on every child,
every classroom, every day as we close out the 2021-2022 school year with hope,
determination, and high expectations.

On behalf of our Board of Trustees and our entire school district, thank for realizing
SAISD is too great for small dreams and by working together we can always achieve
more.
